6. Description of the contract

The subject of procurement is modernization of the existing surfaces and construction of new bike tracks, which will be included in the network of tourist bike tracks in the city of Križevci, with the total length of 3,900.00 m. There are 7 track sections comprised in all, with completely new tracks to be constructed on two of them (the 2nd section - Marcel Kiepach Street, with the length of 585.00 m, and the 3rd section - Gundulić Street, with the length of 1,294.00 m), while modernization of the existing surfaces is to be done on the remaining sections (the 1st section - Tomislav Street, with the length of 849.10 m, the 4th section - Jelačić Street, with the length of 360.00 m, the 5th section - Ban Lacković Square, with the length of 120.90 m, the 6th section - Svetokriška Street, with the length of 293.00 m, and the 7th section - Ratarna Street with the branch-road towards the sports hall, with the length of 398.00 m). 

It is planned to arrange rest areas for bikers along the tracks - 3 rest areas with the surface of 18.00 m2 and the rest area in Tomislav Street with the surface of 30.00 m2, as well as the starting point of the bicycle tour of Križevci with modernization of the existing parking lot that is situated between the 5th and the 6th section of the tracks, with the surface of 2,550.00 m2. Besides the tracks, construction of a wooden belvedere (viewing point) with the surface of 12.00 m2 is planned at the highest ground of the city, which offers a view of all the parts of the city and the surroundings. Beside the belvedere, arrangement of the access road to the belvedere and the area for staying with the total surface of 80.00 m2 is planned.

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers which are established in a Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory of the regions covered and/or authorised by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see item 22 below). All goods supplied under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. Participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of 8,000.00 euros when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties.
12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.
